
Suri Network’s 2nd Annual All Suri Fleece Show 2007 
Mail-In Entry Instructions 
August 16-19, 2007, Estes Park, CO. 
 
Early Entries postmarked by June 30, 2007  
Last Chance Entries postmarked by July 28, 2007 
 
Mail In Entry Instructions: 
You may participate in the Suri Network’s 2nd Annual All Suri Fleece Show 2007, even if you are not attending 
the conference, by mailing in your fleece(s).  By mailing in your fleece(s), you acknowledge that the Suri Network 
or any of its agents will not be responsible or liable for any fleeces not received in time for the show or lost in the mail.  
Fleeces mailed are done so at the owners’ risk and expense. 
 
1)  Enter the fleece(s) for the show 
Complete and return the Fleece Show Entry Form, a copy of the ARI Certificate(s), a fiber sample(s) (a pencil 
size lock from blanket, stapled to copy of alpaca’s ARI certificate) along with payment, to the Suri Network 
address listed on the entry form.  Entries must be postmarked by the deadlines or will not be accepted.  Indicate 
on the entry form that you will be mailing in your fleece(s). 
 
2)  Prepare to ship your fleece(s) 
Complete a Fleece Show Entry Tag for each fleece entered, and visibly place in bag with fleece.  
Use clear plastic bag(s).  Do not mark farm name or the alpaca’s name on the plastic bag itself. 
Place bag(s) in a sturdy box. 
 
3)  Ship Your Box(es) 
All boxes must be received by 5:00 pm, Thursday Aug. 16th. 2007.   If your box does not arrive by this time 
and date, your fleece(s) will not be judged and your entry money will not be returned. Label your box(es) as 
follows:

IMPORTANT:  For Return Shipment, include in each box sent an envelope containing the following: 

- your prepaid return postage label for that box (including any insurance or delivery 
confirmation paperwork) 

- your name and return address  
After the show, your own label or stamps will be used to return your box.  Do not send money or check.  The 
Suri Network will not be held responsible for insufficient postage. 
 
If you are utilizing FedEx, UPS, or DHL to ship your fleece(s) you can pay for return shipping at the time you 
mail your box(es) and include that return shipment label in each box.  If using FedX, only air shipments will be 
accepted as FedX will not pick-up ground packages. 
 
Fleeces that arrive with no return postage will not be returned and will be donated to  
        SURI NETWORK FLEECE RESEARCH AND EDUCATION.  
Fleeces will be returned to the owner immediately following the show.   
The Suri Network or any of their agents will not be held responsible for any lost, misdirected via mail or 
damage of any kind to any of the fleeces entered.
